‘This is one of the biggest floods in the history of 
Pakistan,’ says Ashraf Mall, Tearfund’s Pakistan

Up to 14 million people are affected by the  
flooding - more than those hit by the 2004  
tsunami - and 1,600 have died. 
 

Staff from Tearfund partner SSEWA-Pak are  
distributing food and other essential items to the 
most vulnerable families. Tearfund is also working 
to avert further disaster by ensuring that as many 
villages as possible downstream – yet to be hit by 
flood waters – are better prepared. 
 

There will be a special collection at our services 
today for the Tearfund Pakistan Floods Appeal.
